FINAL INSTRUCTIONS
1. THANK YOU for your entry; your start number is shown in the attached entry list. 
2. FORMALITIES – Obtain fuel at one of the following petrol stations 367½ 694½, 365 706½, 383 692 or 387 728½. Then go to the Noise Check and Scrutineering at 371½ 707½ at 20.00 hours plus your start number in minutes. (Approach via 376½ 709½W or 369½ 708½SSE.) Then park and sign-on inside the Robinson complex via 375 709. Make sure you have your scrutineering ticket, licences, club cards and insurance cover. Trailers may be left within the start area. 
3. CLARIFICATION/AMENDMENTS to SR's are as follows: -
SR5. Championships. Registrations for all Championships may be obtained on the night – ask at signing-on for details.
SR6. Scrutineering starts at 20.00 hours. 
SR6. Car 0 starts at 23.30 hours.
SR7. The Finish venue will be at Robinsons (same as the start). A full breakfast will be available.
SR9. As with all Derbyshire events, the sound test will be strictly administered. Failures will NOT run, no matter whether you are a “star name” or have travelled from afar.  
SR 10. Awards will not be sent in the post unless postage is paid for beforehand. 
SR 14. Route instructions will be given out at MC1 30 mins before your due start time.
SR 16. Penalty for late departure or booking in early at regularity time controls timed to the minute will be 1 mark per minute and for controls timed to the second the penalty will be 1/60 mark per second. But please attend the competitors briefing for further clarification of regularity sections.
4. TIE DECIDER - There is a special test, one standard section and a few (hardish) regularity sections timed to the second, which will ALL count towards the results. In the unlikely event of a tie, "furthest cleanest", followed by lowest engine cc will act as tie-decider.
5. NAVIGATION - For the benefit of any novices, please find attached some timing guidelines, which may be of assistance. 
6. GENERAL FORMAT OF THE EVENT - The event will contain pre-plot and plot and bash. You don’t have to plot everything in one go – do it section by section if that helps. There will not be any tricks – you can confidently plot everything in order without worrying that there might be a blackspot at the bottom of the page. 
7. COMPETITOR BRIEFING - This will take place at 22.15 hours. Anybody who has any questions about any aspect please do not be afraid to ask; either before, during or after the briefing. 
8. MARSHALS - We could do with a few more marshals - please ask your friend, brother, wife etc. if they can help out. They will get various goodies.
9. Big thank you to AB Motorsport – event sponsor and Bown Brothers – sponsors of the Peak Trophy
10. We hope to provide results of the special test and halfway positions by text message – if you would like to take advantage of this please provide your mobile number preferably prior to the event by e-mail to simon.randall06@btinernet.com or at signing on
11. Finally, we wish you all a safe and enjoyable night's sport.
A ROUGH GUIDE ON TIMINGS FOR NOVICE (AND SOME EXPERT!) NAVIGATORS
A brief explanation of the type of sections used on this year’s AB Motorsport Rally is as follows: -
1.
STANDARD SECTIONS
These sections are “competitive”. They are designated by the end control as STC. You are only penalised for losing time on these sections. If you do arrive early at a control (and are running behind your overall schedule) you are allowed to make up some time (but see paragraph 5).
2.
REGULARITY SECTIONS
These are sections which are supposed to test your ability at maintaining a set average speed. However on this event we are blessed with some classic tight and twisty roads to make the regularity sections competitive in their own right. They are identified by the end control being shown as RTC and include one secret intermediate time control (IRTC). The first part will be competitive and timed to the second (denoted by a suffix “s” as in IRTC2s). The second part will be less frenetic. (More will be revealed in the competitors briefing). Note any time lost or gained in one part of a regularity section cannot be adjusted in the following part. You cannot make up any time in any regularity section.
3.         TRANSPORT SECTIONS
These are sections on main roads where time can be made up and are designated by the end control shown as TTC. You are not penalised for losing time on these sections, you are not penalised for arriving early and you can make up time (but see paragraph 5).
4.
NEUTRAL SECTIONS
These are sections through PR sensitive areas in which the end control is shown as NTC. You are not penalised for losing time on these sections but you can NOT make up time on these sections no matter how late you are. If you do so, the penalty is a Fail.
5.
TIME MAKE-UP AND THE 3/4 TIME RULE
We won’t over complicate things by explaining the peculiarities of the ¾ rule here, but suffice to say that we have made things easy for you on this event because we have stated on the time cards exactly how much time can be made up at each control. If you make up more time than stated then, sorry, but we cannot accept responsibility for anybody who can't read!  Also, just to state the obvious, you only need to make up time if you are running late in the first place - on no account should you leave any control before your scheduled time - penalty 1 Fail.
6.
OUTSIDE TOTAL LATENESS (OTL)
Always watch OTL time. If you are more than 30 minutes late at any Time Control then you pick up a penalty of 1 Fail which is the same as not reporting there in the first place, so if you do reach OTL don't keep plodding on. Instead miss out a bit of route and get yourself back within 30 minutes lateness. Remember, the penalty for missing out a passage check is only 5 marks, thereby allowing anyone who is severely behind schedule to be able "cut and run" without incurring too many penalty points.  
Finally, we genuinely do not enjoy giving crews penalties for what may seem petty timing infringements. But if you do leave a neutral section early or breach the ¾ rule we have no alternative but to give a Fail. So, if you are still not sure or have any questions about timing, no matter how basic they may seem, please ask beforehand.
